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Two series of “nodes” are introduced.

The existing neighborhood of West
Central is engaged by developing
nodes at Broadway Avenue, where
intersections are developed as key
pieces, promoting community pride
and engaging the local population
in the ongoing urban conversation.

The vacant Kendall Yards site is
organized around a series of nodes
that respond to those created along
Broadway, employing principles of
resilience to inform key functions,
and the arrangement of housing
and open space around them.

A dense configuration of modular
residential units ensures affordabil-
ity as requirements change, leading
to a stable, long-term population.

Community gardens, live-work
arrangements, and event spaces
will become attractors, promoting a
local culture of social interaction.

The cooperative spirit generated by
the Kendall Yards intervention will
become a role model for urban de-
velopment within Spokane, bringing
us toward urban resilience, and truly
sustainable living.
